First set of information submitted to further changes
A few stands are still available. Book one as soon as possible by using the registration form.  

At the next preparatory meeting of DG dev, it will be possible to input in the 15 high level panels (speakers, ideas, background info).  CONCORD will have mid July the list of event with email contact so that you can send your proposal earlier.
Deadlines are over to propose an event to the EC but the Belgian government is welcoming ideas of events till end of July.

CONCORD and Deeep are granted a side-event to be organized in partnership with other stake-holders.

Next EDD stake-holders briefing by DG Dev. will be held on 8 or 9 September at Charlemagne (tbc)
When? The fifth edition of the European Development Days will take place in Brussels on 6 and 7 December 2010.
Political context: These Dev. Days are held after the UN Summit on the Millennium Goals (22 September) and at a time of institutional change with the creation of the External Action Service, the new President of the EU and the entry into force of the Lisbon Treaty which modify the balance of powers.  It is held on the same date that the COP16 (Climate Change international meeting).   2010 is the European year against poverty and exclusion. 2011 is the European year of volunteers.
2010 is the year of the Summits between the European Union and Latin America and Caribbean countries (18-19 May), Euromed (5-7 June); ASEAN (October 5-6) and Africa (29/11-2/12). There will on 22-23 November a Foreign Affairs council with a Development part.  The 3 /12 is the Day of the handicap and the 5/12 is the international day of Volunteers.
There will be a High Level Forum on the Accra Agenda and the Paris Declaration on the effectiveness of Aid in 2011 and the Summit Rio+20 in 2012.
For who? Civil society organisations & local authorities from North & South, development specialists, Members of the European and French Parliaments, European Commission's stake-holders, Member States' representatives, Research institutes, universities, ethical small and medium enterprises, journalists, general public. 
Location: Main location is in « Square » (Palais des Congrès/Mont des Arts, glass entrance, 4 plenary rooms (one being used as TV-set), smaller village, VIP corner, capacity of 2.500 visitors only (instead of 6000 in Stockholm)), 1000 Brussels but other places possible to organise side-events (including the European Parliament, Palais des Beaux-Arts, Flagey cultural center) .Click here for the location of Square. 

General aims: to be the “Davos” meeting on the Development issues and to strengthen the effective​ness of the European Union’s development assistance with a view to the imple​mentation of the Millennium Development Goals and the European Consensus on Development.  The Development Days allow stakeholders from civil society, local governments, Member States, European institutions and international organisations to discuss major development issues in open and controversial exchanges. It aims also to enhance public awareness of development cooperation issues.
General theme and format of the event in 2010: “New Decade, new paradigm, new actors”
· DG Development wants to focus on the MDG and to revive the Development consensus after taking stock of the results of the MDG UN Summit and to stress aid effectiveness. But also to prepare the summit and high level meetings of 2011 thanks to the results of the high level panels of the Dev; Days. 
· The priorities of Belgium during its presidency are: consolidation of the new institutions created by the Lisbon Treaty. Therefore the Belgian focus during the Development Days is “Post Lisbon landscape” (new politics, paradigms, new actors).  It will organise a panel on ‘opportunities and challenges of the new Lisbon institutional architecture’ (what are the new dynamics, how is Development  taken into account in the new architecture, new possibilities for the Policy Coherence toward Development, incidence on developing countries (especially African and Least Developed Countries).  It will also have 2 more focus: Aid effectiveness and domestic accountability; child work.  The Belgian would like the stakeholders to consider these topics in their activities during the Development Days.

Other priorities of the Belgian presidency (outside the Dev. Days): review, focus on aid commitments, food security and responsibility of the developing countries, Development under the Lisbon Treaty, Development education EU-Africa Summit, Aid Effectiveness: focus budget support, Fragile states: relation development and security, Food security and agriculture, Humanitarian aid: review action plan European Consensus for Humanitarian Aid, climate change and its impact on Development. Transversal priorities are: good governance and democratic management. Other themes are: UE and the citizens, decent work.
Official sessions: opening and closing sessions, special addresses in plenary, 15 high level panels in 3 auditorium and 20 focused seminars or presentations. 1st day: stock-taking of the EU action and 2nd day on forward looking on development. Lunch and press conference and launch events at lunch time. 

Themes: Opening ceremony on ‘New decade: new actors and new paradigms’. 
High level panels (with web-streaming- 17000 persons watch in live in 2009): Development at a crossroads, EP, Local authorities, microfinance institutions, global health policy, natural resource charter, actor of development, least developed countries, 21th century aid, citizens and dear, energy, private sector, democratic governance, gender, EDD@5:special address and closing remarks.
Business breakfast launch events and meetings at 10.00 on 7 December since pushing the private sector is considered as a priority for DG Development as new actors of development.

NB: In 2011 in Poland, DG Dev and the Polish government foreseen that the key themes could be: development education in Europe and better involvement of youth in development.

NB: For the high level, the EC proposed stake-holder including NGOs to input in the background mater

The European Parliament has not yet proposed a theme for its high level panel. Environment issue will be discussed in a plenary session either in an opening/closing session or a special address.

The 20 seminars will be regrouped in 2 pillars: the ‘8 MDGs’ and ‘aid effectiveness’.
Public events: 
· The Belgian government is organising a program “off” between 1 and 10 December opened to the public in different places of Brussels and Ixelles districts with activities such as exhibition, fashion show, Movie “Millennium” festival. There will be 10 socio-cultural activities. 1 event will be organized by the EC.  There will be some contests and interactivity will be key.  

· 2-10/12: Photographers against Poverty on poverty in developing countries (prize will be handed during the Dev. Days on 7/12), 

· 2-4/12: EuropaVox music festival (2-4/12) + debates on North-South solidarity. On 2/12, a debate on Music and solidarity will open the festival in the presence of the Belgian Development ministry and Commissioner. 
· 4/12: Festival Millennium (documentaries to promote MDGs), 

· 04/12: EC/Belgian/university European network UNICA event on : Universities and development cooperation: from auditorium to field work 

· 6/12: 8+ goals fashion show + testimonies (Hall of Beaux-Art), music against poverty (live concert: www.ifightpoverty.eu by young musicians between 15-25 years old. To be submitted by 30/09. A studio will record their songs to be performed life at Dev. days)
· In Ixelles, project in Matonge
· Other project with the Beaux Arts : exhibition on Visionary Africa, dance show (tbc)

· Fair trade exhibition (by CTB)- tbc

· EC: Lorenzo Natali prize on freedom of press
· Youth journalists

· EuropeAid is also organizing some cultural events in and out the “Square”. Such as a competition for young reporters.
The village: 56 stands. Standard stands are furbished with a screen on a banner, 1 table, 3 chairs, a cup-board.
NB: carbon offset for stand and event must be paid before 3 September 2010.
Involvement of CONCORD secretariat: 

· CONCORD is holding an official high level panel with ONE and Oxfam on new paradigms on MDGs 2015 and beyond and how EU can deliver effectively 21st century development on 7 of December pm (during 2 hours just before the closing ceremony – 500 participants’ room) 

· CONCORD is coordinating the information from the EC, the Belgian government and CONCORD members about the Development Days and circulates it to all members. 
· CONCORD will have a stand at the Development Village (and can host some documents from the members). It will input in the roundtables and side-events (suggestion of speakers, themes, participation). 
· The Belgian National Platform would like to be informed about the initiative of other NGOs during the Belgian Presidency regarding the MDG in order to link efficiently with their government and reinforce synergies.
